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Context and background

The 1996 HNS Convention, as amended by the 2010 Protocol, became the

2010 HNS Convention. A total of eight states signed the 2010 HNS Protocaol,
subiject to ratification.

The entry into force of the HNS Convention would result in filling a critical gap
in the global network of liability and compensation conventions for ship-source
pollution. The HNS regime complements the international oil pollution liability
and compensation regime. It covers significantly more substances and
damage, including certain damage from persistent oils that are not covered by
the oil regime. The HNS Convention would provide compensation of up to 250
million Special Drawing Rights (approximately CDN$450 million).

The HNS Convention will enter into force 18 months after the date on which it
has been ratified by at least 12 states, four of which have a registered
tonnage of not less than two million, with a minimum of 40 million tonnes of
contributing cargo between the ratifying states. Currently, a number of states
are working towards the domestic implementation and eventual ratification of
the HNS Convention.

Given the contributory nature of the Convention, it is important to have a
critical mass of states that represent a certain volume of bulk HNS cargo
ready to trigger the Convention’s entry into force. In this context, this
workshop is a step in bringing the HNS Convention into force, as it will allow
for in-depth work to be done in advance of the next annual IMO meeting and
provide a discussion forum for states that have not yet taken steps to
implement the Convention. It will provide a medium for discussions on the
implementation of the HNS Convention, the opportunity to share lessons
learned and best practices and to hear from industry, as well as plan next
steps to further facilitate the ratification of the HNS Convention by states.

The programme for the workshop includes practical sessions on the HNS
Convention’s implementation, its reporting requirements and discussions on
international and regional cooperation to bring the Convention into force. For
your convenience, please find the programme of the HNS Workshop on the
following pages.
